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Ô 123 individuals, organisations, agents and 
landowners submitted representations 

ÔWNF has responded to over 200 separate comments 



Representations: Residents 
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Å 102 Residents (in neighbourhood area) supplied over 100 comments  
Å Very strong support  from the majority 
Å Suggestions:  
additional view, evidence of strip-farming, any new development should be on the 
aerodrome site, further traffic calming and safe crossings 
Å Objections:  
no more development at all, plan biased against the motorist, should resist large-
scale employment, 50% affordable housing too high, should respond to GMSF 



Representations: Neighbours 
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ÅRepresentations from 2 Handforth residents who were in 
support and supplied several comments, including constructive 
suggestions. 
 



Representations: Organisations 
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Å 13 organisations supplied over 20 comments  
Å Manchester Gospel Hall Trust: support/objections, some useful changes to wording 

which we have adopted 
Å Woodland Trust: greater emphasis on trees 
Å United Utilities: additional policy about surface water drainage 
Å Historic England: Heritage Policy wording changes 
Å Environment Agency: greater emphasis on environmental sensitivity 



Representations: Landowners/Agents 
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Å Landowners/agents  supplied a large number of comments  
Å WNF has written responses to 76 of them 
Å Objections include:  

Å WNP does not take GMSF allocation into account 
Å Policies too restrictive for development 
Å 50% affordable housing too high 
Å Objections to Village Action Plan 
Å Avoid reference to Redrow 
Å Define the terms: the village/Woodford Village 
Å Challenges to the evidence base 
Å Some useful suggestions for policy wording, which we have adopted 
Å Importantly, no objections undermined the WNP
